RESOLVER: CHARISMS  

in the sense of providing solutions problems and making firm 
decisions. He resolves the issues and confusions about faith and 
firms the believers in faith through the Charisms. This is not an 
exhaustive list since the Spirit calls individuals for a purpose 
specific to communities and needs of time. There can be new 

charisms given according to need. 

Teaching, Wisdom, Healing, Miracles, Prophecy, 
Speaking in Tongues, Interpretation of Tongues, 

Distinguishing spirits, Faith, Administration, 
Evangelisation, Leadership, Hospitality, Service, 

Music, etc. 
 

RENEWER: 9 FRUITS OF THE HOLY SPIRIT 

He renews individual with the following fruits 
Love, Joy, Peace, Patience, Kindness, Goodness, 

Faithfulness, Gentleness & Self-Control
